ON FARM TRIALS (OFTs)
Sixteen OFTs were conducted during this period whit benefited 107 farmers

Assesment of direct seeded rice varietyAn OFT on direct seeded rice was
conducted in Nongshillong, Mairang and Mawkhapagé of West Khasi Hills
district during the month of June-November 20%Big the local rice variety Balwai
, farmers in these areas mostly follow direct segdif rice as it saves time as well as
reduces the labour requirement. In this trial theal variety of rice were evaluated
for their yield potential and were compared to sganted rice (under SRI).

Cultivation of potato variety Kufri Jyoti : OFT on Potato was conducted in
Nongpyndeng(Nongstoin) and Mairang village of Wididtrict during the month of
February —June 2013 using the variety Kufri JyotAs the farmers in these areas
have been growing only Local varieties of potftr a very long time , the yield
was decreasing year after year and also the itifastaf pest and diseases was very
high(especially late blight disease is a very comrdsease in local potato variety
which reduces the yield to a very large extents thal was done with the objective
to encourage the farmers to grow and procure gbatisvould give them higher yield

as well would be immune to pests and diseases.

Introduction of rapeseed mustard: An OFT was conducted on Zero tillage of
Rapeseed mustard was done during the Rabi seagii dfin Kynshi Village , this
trial was mainly done for the reason to utilizedarafter the harvest of maize and
paddy crop. The fields in these areas remain falfowthe entire winter, so by
growing rapeseed mustard land is utilising.



Rice fish farming system:Recently, many farmers have converted their iigleg to

fish ponds although productive because of theinketerest in the fisheries sector since
most of them have no choice as they are smallhatders. Expecting the benefits of
integrated rice-fish farming in terms of enhanceatpctivity, optimum and double
utilization of paddy field, on farm trial was théwee conducted by the KVK West Khasi
Hills where it is possible to produce fish and soaultaneously from the same plot of
land and also to discourage the farmers from cdimgetheir rice fields. The OFT was
done at Pyrda village of West Khasi Hills in themntioof June, 2013 as this kind of
Aquaculture-Agriculture integration is very newthe District even fish farming itself
using scientific knowledge is new. This is onelwf thost ideal methods of land use
especially for farmers having very less land haidin

Introduction of QPM: An OFT was conducted in Mairang village of WKIstdct
during the month of April —August 2013
Zero Tillage Of Rape Mustard after harvest of Kharif Maize : An OFT was
conducted on Zero tillage of Rapeseed mustard was during the Rabi season of 2012
in Kynshi Village , this trial was mainly done ftie reason to utilize lands after the
harvest of maize and paddy crop.

Integrated Nutrient Management of Carrot: OFT on improved cultivation
practices and location specific package of praaitearrot to sustain higher
productivity and profitability was done at Nongpymgdy and Nongthliew Village.

FRONTLINE DEMONSTRATIONS
Six FLDs were completed during this period which beefitted 62 farmers:-
Integrated management of maizeAn FLD on integrated nutrient management on
maize was conducted in Pyndengumiong village oftWistrict during the month of
April —August 2013 . As the farmers in these areave been growing only Local
maize varieties this trial was done with the vgrieA61A with objective to see the

feasibility of hybrid variety .

SRI culture for water economy and higher productivty: An FLD was conducted
on SRI during May to November 2013 in Mawkhap armh$lwai village to
overcome the problem of Low Yield due to Broadeagtf rice.

Sequential cropping of Pea after Karif Rice:FLD was conducted on pea (during the
month of January-April 2013)after the harvest lodif rice this was mainly done
because the rice fields remain fallow during tH# s@ason and therefore pea was

grown as a sequential crop so as to make the latligtive as well as useful .pea



being a leguminous crop not only improved the sottient status as well fix the

nitrogen and this proves to be beneficial for tegtrcrop that is grown in the same
field.

Location-specific package of practice of carrotFront Line Demonstration (FLD)
on improved cultivation practices location specffackage of practice on carrot at
Pyrda Village and Nongshillong Village. The sowmwifgcarrots was done on June,
2013 at this village.

Management of fruit and shoot borer of brinjal by using lucilure: Frontline
demonstration was conducted at Nongshillong villagenanagement of fruit and
shoot in brinjal by using pheromone trap lucildPeromone trap was installed at 30
DAT and changed after 30 days interval during thele crop season.

Management of soft rot of ginger by using Bio orgaie formulation: Ginger treated
with Bio organic formulation (GF1) was found thiaétproduction was more and the
disease too was less when compared with untreateihdast season OFT therefore

FLD is conducted this year.



FIELD DAYS

Two Field days was conducted during this periodcWwhienefitted 44 farmers. Field days are
meant to depict to farmers the efficiency and Usefis of the research undertaken in their

field and using the said technique and technolagytroduced by the subject experts.

TRAININGS CONDUCTED

1. Training for Practicing Farmers: Training forms an essential part of the
curriculum of the farmers for more efficient managat of his farm and farming.
During this period a total of 56 training on diféet topics were conducted in various
villages of West and South West Khasi Hills whicdtbenefitted 1884 farmers.




2. Training for Farm women:
Rural women play an important role in the day ty f@ming activities. Sixteen
training programs specific for farm women was candd in the district during the

period which had benefitted 445 farm women.

Training for Rural youth: Rural youth are the future of the farming community
These need a strong base so that they can estdbdisiselves well as potential
progressive farmers as well as entrepreneurs angdimg about a better living status
among the farming community. A total of twenty dr&ning was conducted which

benefitted 927 youth from across the region.

Sponsored Training: Seven sponsored training was conducted duringpérad

which had reach out to 228 farmers across the megio
